Gerald A. Haan, Managing Member

G.A. Haan Development

Gerald A. Haan’s professional career started in Knoxville Tennessee in 1984. After
studying economics at the University of Tennessee, Gerald went to work with Weissco
Inc. a commercial real estate firm. While at Weissco he was responsible for the onsite
management of several commercial office buildings, as well as rstail properties. In
addition to his management responsibilities, Mr. Haan also worked with national tenants
in site selection and lease negotiations. Mr. Haan worked with firms such as Beltone
hearing aids, Subway sandwich, and consolidated department stores. Mr. Haan became
the Vice-president of Weissco Inc. in 1987; he remained an officer of the corporation
until his move to Michigan in 1989.

Mr. Haan joined the Michigan Lumber Company in 1889, and was made an officer of the
company in 1892, and shortly after was elected to the board of directors. While with
Michigan Lumber, Gerald started Phoenix Holding Company, a Real Estate development

company.

In Michigan, Phoenix Holding developed several residential housing developments, Mr.
Haan was solely responsible for site selection, zoning variances, site plans, financing,
contractor negotiations and finally the sale of the housing products. Mr. Haan has also
been successful in the singte family home building.

In 2003 Mr. Haan purchased the Birchwood Real Estate Company. This firm specializes
in brokerage and property management of residential real estate throughout the Emmet
county area. Mr. Haan was responsible for faking the property management component
of the business to a new level by introducing concierge type services for the vacation
homeowners. After a successful “turn-a-round®, in 2005, Mr. Haan sold the firm to
Coldwell Banker Schmidt, a large franchisee in Michigan who continues to use Gerald's
business model in their business today.

G.A. Haan Development is engaged in real estate development specializing in affordable
housing projects as well as commercial interests. Projects include multifamily
developments with the Michigan Staie Housing Development Autheority (MSHDA),
Wyoming Community Development Authority (WCDA), North Dakota Housing Authority
and USDA Rural Development as well as not-for-profit partnerships for development of
sites located in other states.
